Tuition Subsidy Forms

During February, the Catholic Schools in our area are conducting registration for new and returning students. The Diocese of Fall River asks each parish to offer what they can to assist families with tuition assistance. This assistance is given to families who have a demonstrated need, that is: without the parish assistance, families would be unable to enroll their students in a Catholic School. In order to qualify for assistance, parents must meet with Father Degagne to discuss eligibility. Other factors for granting assistance include weekly Sunday Mass attendance and parental and student involvement in the parish life. Parents must also apply to the Diocesan St. Mary’s Education Fund. Applications for this scholarship can be obtained through the school office where your student attends.
