Reception of Holy Communion
with the Precious Blood

Bishop George Coleman has issued a directive allowing the reinstatement of the sharing of the Precious Blood during Mass at the discretion of the pastor. Here at St. John Neumann, we will again invite parishioners to receive the Precious Blood beginning on April 1, Holy Thursday Mass of the Lord’s Supper. The directives remind us that those who are not feeling well should refrain from sharing the cup. The complete text of the directives is posted on the bulletin board in the Sacristy. 

CHOOSING GODPARENTS
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Baptizing a child is always a wonderful day in a family’s life.  It should be a day of celebration for the whole church.  In many cases, however, the joyful spirit is dampened by the situation that persons chosen to be godparents are not qualified according to the criteria established by the church.


Being a godparent (sponsor) is not a prize for being a good person.  It is not a reward granted to an individual.  The role of godparent is a lifelong MINISTRY in the church.  By saying “yes” to the invitation, one is accepting a sacred duty.  The primary role is to be a model of faith in the Catholic tradition.  Therefore the church has established a set of minimum criteria for a person to qualify as Baptismal Sponsor.

1.  Must be registered and actively participating in the church.

2.  Must be fully initiated (Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist).

3.  If married, must be validly married in the church.


Many parents choose a godparent without considering these requirements and often find themselves in the delicate and always awkward position of possibly withdrawing the invitation.


Please keep this brief instruction.  You can help by showing this to prospective parents who are in preparation for the baptism of their child.  It can help prevent many hard feelings and make the celebration the joyful experience it should be.  Parents should consult their parish priest prior to making choices for godparents.  It is a seemingly small thing which can make a big difference in our celebration of Baptism.

Directives from the Diocese of Fall River concerning the spread of H1N1 virus.

Bishop Coleman has issued directives in order to minimize the spread of the H1N1 virus during our liturgical celebrations effective this weekend. These directives will remain in effect during the cold and flu season. The following are excerpts of the directives. The complete text is posted in the sacristy. 

1. - The sharing of the Precious Blood during Mass for the faithful is to be suspended (with the exception of those who, for medical reasons, are unable to receive the host.)

2. - It is preferred that the invitation to offer the sign of peace during the Communion Rite be suspended, including the exchange of peace between the celebrant and ministers.

3. - Care should be taken by those distributing Holy Communion to avoid contact with a communicant’s tongue or hands.

4. - Holy water fonts should be cleaned with a disinfecting soap and re-filled with newly blessed Holy Water on a frequent basis.

5. - Parishioners are reminded that if they suspect that they are ill, particularly with a contagious illness, they are not bound by the obligation to attend Sunday Mass or Mass on a Holyday of obligation. They should remain at home, and, if possible, participate in the Mass on television, radio, or on the internet and return to church when they are well,

Here at St. John Neumann Parish, Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion are asked to follow the procedures below.

Ministers will proceed to the side entrance door and enter the sacristy from the exit hallway. Once inside the sacristy, ministers will cleanse their hands using the liquid sanitizer provided on the counter. The ministers will then enter the sanctuary from the door beside the tabernacle. 

After the distribution of Holy Communion is complete, the ministers will rinse their fingers of particles with the water provided on the credence table. Ministers will then enter the sacristy to again sanitize their hands and return to their places through the side entrance. 
Revision of Procedures

For the “Sign of Peace`”

Two weeks ago the Diocese of Fall River issued guidelines to be implemented to slow the spread of the H1N1 virus (Swine Flu) by modifying some of our liturgical practices. In those guidelines, we read that “it is preferred” that no physical contact be made during the sign of peace. It was determined here at St. John Neumann that we should eliminate the ritual completely. However, a sizeable number of parishioners approached the celebrants to state that eliminating the “sign of peace” was too drastic. 

In fact, Msgr. Smith, Fr. Thibault and I realized that at every Mass last weekend, most people exchanged the sign of peace even when the invitation was omitted. Since it is clear that most people will offer to each other this unifying sign as a preparation for the reception of Holy Communion, we will re-instate the invitation. Parishioners are asked to use their better judgment about sharing in this gesture. A verbal greeting, “The peace of Christ be with you” with a nod and a smile is a valid gesture. Families, spouses, and others attending Mass together may of course shake hands or embrace. 

If someone seated near you prefers not to receive your hand when it is extended, this must be respected. 

The symbols and rituals of our worship are powerful and filled with meaning. But we should also be aware of practices which may compromise the health of individuals. We have placed dispensers of hand sanitizer at the entrance of the church. Please feel free to use them. 

Communion with only the host will remain in effect until the restriction is lifted by the diocese. 

GLUTEN INTOLLERANCE: If you have a gluten intolerance and wish to receive communion from the cup, please speak to the celebrant or deacon before Mass. At Communion time, please come forward to the steps in front of the tabernacle when the Eucharistic Ministers approach and someone will bring the chalice to you to receive.
