Selection of Godparents for Baptism
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Bringing a child for Baptism is a joyful time for families and for the church. Choosing the right people to serve as godparents is an important part of the preparation. Godparents should be chosen carefully. The role of godparent is a formal, public ministry in the church. They stand in proxy, as representatives of the whole church. They speak for all of us. Therefore the church has established some minimum requirements which must be met for a person to serve as a godparent. Parents should not ask a person to be a godparent unless they know this person will meet the following criteria. 

· They must be actively practicing their faith.

· They must be fully initiated (Received Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist).

· They must be at least 15 years of age.

· If they are married, they must be validly married in the church.

Prospective godparents need to approach their own pastor and request a sponsor certificate. This informs the pastor where the baptism will take place that the godparents may serve in this important role. 

Please keep this information to pass on to your children or grandchildren. If there are any questions, please contact Fr. Degagne before inviting someone to be a godparent.
